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Item 2, Article 2 of NCKU General Education Course Enrollment Guidelines

Foreign Languages: Students are required to take four credits of English courses. The
enrollment regulations are stated in the “NCKU General Education English Course
Enrollment Notes”. Individual departments may require their students to take the
English as medium of instruction (EMI) courses offered by their own departments, or
to take other foreign languages under the Center for General Education, to replace
the four credits. Related regulations should be mended by the department and filed

at the Center for General Education.

Students of the Foreign Languages and Literature Department should take at least
four credits of elected courses from their own department to replace the four
required credits.

The official languages stated by the native countries of international students should

not be recognized as their foreign languages.
